Presentation of the Symposium

The ancient tradition is a project in Classical Languages at the Department of
Linguistics and Philology, Uppsala University, that was launched in 2003 with financial
support from the Swedish research council. It concentrates mainly on how Graeco-
Roman Late Antiquity and the Middle Ages used Antiquity in order to fashion their own
identities. Approaches have been drawn primarily from the fields of comparative
literature and history of ideas. The aim of “The Small World of Late Antiquity” is to tie
together some of the research being done within the project and the larger department
with on-going research at other universities in Sweden and abroad.

We chose the expression “the small world of late antiquity” to emphasize the close
interdisciplinary and interlinguistic ties between scholars in the centres of advanced
learning in Alexandria, Athens, Gaza and elsewhere in the Eastern Mediterranean
area. By promoting our own interdisciplinary ties with colleagues from Sweden and
abroad, we hope to open up opportunities for future collaboration concerning the
history of scholarship and higher education in Late Antiquity.
